We want to help you to enjoy your football training and do your best when playing matches.  To help us do this, YOU need to follow certain rules: our Club Code of Conduct.

Remember: Fair Play and respect for all others in the game is vitally important for all players at our club.  We want to win, but not at any cost. Victory is only worthwhile if we abide by the Laws of the Game and show respect to others. 

Code of Conduct for Squad Members

Come prepared

1. Arrive at training sessions in clothing appropriate for sport training and for the weather conditions.  

2. Arrive at matches in clean club kit.  Where appropriate, think to wear warm under garments and bring warm waterproof outer garments. 
3. Shin pads MUST be worn for training and for matches.  Clean trainers or football boots are considered to be appropriate footwear. 
4. Make sure that you have visited the toilet BEFORE the start of the session. It is very disruptive for your coaches and team-mates if they have to stop and wait for you in the middle of a session. 
5. From the moment you arrive at matches and training sessions, be ready to LISTEN and to FOLLOW THE INSTRUCTION of the coaches.  (Remember that you are there for football, not to play “tag” or other playground games.) 
6. Bring water bottles to training sessions.  Save any snacks until AFTER the training session. And remember:  Top sports players always eat healthily at home. 
Behave like a True Sportsman

7. Refrain from ALL types of bullying including hurting other players and name-calling.  This applies to your own team-mates and to any opposition players. 
8. Do NOT retaliate if you are hurt by another player – the coach or referee will deal with any situation where a player is hurt. 
9. Show RESPECT for ALL of your team-mates and support them on and off the pitch 
10. Show respect for coaches, referees and match officials – accept their decisions without protest 
11. Accept victory and defeat with equal grace - ALWAYS shake hands with your opposition players at the end of a match 
12. Take good care of every single item of club and league equipment 
13. NEVER use bad language during football activities
